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The Development of a Model of Learning and Teaching Process by

Project-Based Learning in Self-Development and Independent Activities at Fourth Grade
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ABSTRACT
The objectives of the research were as follows: 1.To develop the model of leaming and teaching process by implementing

Project -Based Leaming on Sel-Development and Independent Activities at fourh grade . To study the opinion of teachers,
students and their parents foward projectbased leaming process. 3.To study the consequences of students’ project -based
leaming. The study was focused on research and development. The subjects were Kasetsart University Laboratory School
persons such as students and parents chosen at group random in grade 4, the teachers who were the advisor of
Self-Development and Independent Activities. Tools were project-based leaming model, interview forms for teachers,
questionnaire forms for teachers, students and their parents. The results of the research were as follows: 1. The model of
developed project - based leaming began with training and development for the teachers and then the students. Moreover,
leaming procedure, motivation techniques used for the students, characteristics of the teachers and students and their
parents resulied in the success of the project- based leaming development. It was also found that the heavy work load of the
teachers and undemrating important of the projects were the obstacles to projectased leaming. 2. Most of the teachers, students
and their parents (80.00% 51.35% Las 55.36%) had much positive attitude up to most toward project-based leaming.

3. Most of the students (50.85%) had learned how to develop the expected characteristics in all aspects the most.
