It was established in 1968 and known
originally as the Protein Expansion Project ( PEP )

activities such as rearing of bulls imported from foreign countries,
semen collection, frozen semen preparation, artificial insemination
service for the farmer's native cows free -~ of - charge and raising of
breeder pigs for free distribution purpose.

All of the above activities proved to be very sucessful and
well received among°‘the farmers and therefore, POP. began to expand
its work in promoting the livestock raising profession of increasing the
number and variety of semen collecting bulls and also establishing its
own laboratory for frozen semen production at Panom Sarakham District
in 1978, and changed PEP. to " ABPC " in 28th January 1979.

The First stage., all of the activities that our works promoted
and supported were free—of-charge but in the second stage in 1980 we
assisted and supported The Cooperatives of N.S.C. Livestock Raisers by
Cooperative System with Completed Agricultural Farm System.
